District level Action Plan to implement the Swasthh on wheels.
· Activities to be under taken:
A Vehicle to be arranged at district and decorated with flexes, Public Address System (PAS), CDs, Video Film, IEC, Pamphlets etc., has to cover all the  PHC/UHC of the districts  to propagate the SWASTHH on Wheels  activities covering one to two Health Centers per day.  

· The activities to be taken of Two days before the programme

At the Mandal Level the School Health Coordinators i.e. Medical Officer (PHC) and Mandal Education Officer has to convene meeting with the Mandal level officers such as MPDO, Tahasildar, CDPO, Local political & community leaders, MMS and RWS engineers etc. and prepare the action plan to implement the SWASTHH on Wheels at the mandal level.  The Press conference has to be convened with the print and electronic media on the implementation of the program.
At the village level/Habitation Health Planning Team(HHPT) the School Health Coordinators (HM& Paramedical Staffs) / Teachers /SMC/ ASHA Workers / Anganwadi Workers/ Village Organization (Indira Kranti Padhakam) and Swachchata Doot are to be involved to implement the programme.
· School level Meeting: the activities  to be taken of Two days before the program:
The concern SWASTHH school coordinator i.e. (Head Master and paramedical staff) has to conduct meeting with the School staff ASHAs, Anganwadi workers, Panchayat secretary, VS & VRO, Children’s and chinnari doctors with SMC, and other community organizations and ensure that the message of celebration has to reach the public through different activities such as tom-tom publicity, public meetings and SMS messages 2 days prior to the activities. 

· The activities to be taken of one day before at School:
Ensure that the surrounding of the school to be cleaned and properly sanitized for the celebration of the SWASTHH on Wheels. And the arrangement has to be made for the Exhibiting stalls, for the,

2) Medical Stalls, Displaying IEC Material of the programme.
